iii. List the interviewer and date of interview or the numbers of surveys per person to be collected

b. Research/Observations

i. List the types of research to be gathered, person responsible, date due

ii. Describe the observations points, people responsible, dates of collection

3. Collect data according to the plan set up in #2 (due when you return from Winter Break)

Your assignment now is to write up your data.  Each of the interview subjects and each of the research topics should be written up as a separate report.  At the minimum you should have 2 reports per person.
