__Create an artwork using principles of design

__Display artwork in classroom digital gallery

Students will create a finished artwork that depicts their experiences/ideas relating to the universe.  Students will create a composition that utilizes design elements and principles.  Finished artworks will be displayed in classroom digital gallery.

● Draw thumbnail sketches of images relating to the theme “Man/Woman & the Universe”
● Select a composition to enlarge
● Enlarge the composition to the desired size and shape
● Utilize a variety of materials, techniques and processes
Approximate time: Two weeks

● Allow students with special needs to trace photocopies of images from books, magazines, or internet

● Allow students with special needs extra time to complete artwork
