Essential Question:　　

· “Who Am I?" in this stage of my life and “Where do I go from here?”
· How do my beliefs, practices, values, and actions acknowledge who I am, and what is my role in my community, the worl, and the universe? 

· Who Am I?

· What is my relationship with the community around me？

· What is my place in the larger world community?

· Where do I belong in Universe?

Essential Skills to be embedded:

· Digital Media--to open students’ eyes, minds, and hearts to man’s portrayal of himself in various artistic, literary, and imaginative genre.

· English Communication--in realistic situations with students in an English speaking world through the teleconferences and forums.

· Collaboration--with groups in the OGU classroom and in the English speaking classrooms.

· Critical Thinking-- expressing opinions and ideas relative to the unit theme.

Storytelling Content Themes as related to Man and the Universe:

· Regrets

· Ghosts

· Fairy/Folk Tales

· Love and Friendship

· Inspiration

(Students will read, listen, watch slide show of sample stories; write poems as related to “Who Am I?”; complete open-ended stories, read, write, and sing individually created songs.)

Culminating Projects 

· With Hawaii students) Students will work with their Hawaii colleagues on a decided upon project on Man and the Universe.

· End of Term Project--Students will integrate digital media (slide show, clip art/photos/IMAC Art Explosion, etc.) to depict, in their own way, Man’s relationship to the Universe.

· Portfolio presentation of reflections of learnings , academic and personal growth throughout the semester.
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
