Orientation Activities:  Imagining the Future Project

Desired Outcomes:

1. Participants will get a glimpse of “cutting edge” technology and begin to think about how they can use these technologies in innovative ways

2. Participants will gain experience using the online learning community tools—forum or message boards, web resource pages, e-mail, etc.

3. Participants will get a chance to learn more about each other’s interests and learning and collaborating styles.

4. Coaches will also be able to get to know their teams as well as assess the various interests, skill levels, and commitment of the participants.

1. Killer Apps:  Research a “killer app” that interests you.  On the appropriate forum, describe the app.  Find two web sites that are related (they may use the app, they may review it, they may present research about it…)  Post the URLs to the sites on the forum, along with your description.  Then, reflect on a new use for that app, one that deals with a different discipline.  (i.e. an astronomy technology application, a remote telescope, for example, might be used in a music interactive site in which various stellar configurations are equated with points on the scale, composing a “symphony of the universe.”)

NOTE:  to get a start at finding killer apps, access the Imagine web site and the links on the resource page…we will be updating them constantly and you may also suggest links to be posted.

2. Extrapolation Imagination:  5 years from now, what will that killer app that you researched look like?  What kinds of technological advances will have been made?  How will it have impacted non-technology issues such as value systems, ethics, human interaction?  (science fiction is great at this, Mr. Hale’s presentation of The Matrix is a good example).  Post your prediction on the appropriate forum.

3. Future Perfect/Future Imperfect:  Reflect on 2-3 problems or needs facing the world today.  Post and describe these on the appropriate forum.

4. E-Mail of the Future:  Write an email exchange that could take place in the future.  Include at least 2 posts.  (for example, a parent could be writing to a child on another planet…the email could be between two androids that have replaced humans, etc)

Then, add to someone else’s email exchange.  Pretend to be one of the correspondents and write a letter back on the appropriate forum.
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
