1. Determine the conflict and resolution; select the significant quote.

2. Look for copyright free images that will highlight your ideas (do not take graphics from the book or movies)
3. Using Photoshop layers and tools set up your graphics and text to best communicate your ideas.
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Pictures cropped and placed on 4”x6” canvas in Photoshop, full opacity.
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Dark background added below all pics and highlighted pic of pen added in full opacity.
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Placement and opacity of pics adjusted for emphasis (I wanted the pen to sort of replace the mortar shell) and for addition of text.
	Required text elements added:  title, author, significant quote, conflict, and resolution.  Layout adjusted for balance of text & graphic.
