	Avio to Monitor:

Top Euroscart-RCA cables to monitor

At least one audio and one video (yellow AND red, black, white, or gray)
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	Avio to VCR:

Bottom Euroscart

S-Video Cable to VCR IN

RCA Audio Cables to VCR IN (white, red, black, gray)

NO RCA Video Cable (yellow)


VCR Set Up
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	Using remote control and monitor

Click on “Menu”

Go to “Function Set”

Click on “Enter/Okay”
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	On first screen (not shown)

Video Calibration:  Off

Use down arrow to get to second screen

On second screen

Audio Monitor: NORM

S-VHS Mode: On

Rear AUX Input: S-Video
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	On VCR Controls

For recording and viewing:  F1 (First)

For dubbing out:  L1 (Last)

For dubbing out:  Make sure your tape is cued up accurately
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	For Dubbing Out

Click on the “record” button and watch for the red circle to appear

Let the tape record for 5 seconds before hitting “finish” on the Avio

Rules of the (Video) Road

1. Always allow yourself enough time to make mistakes, to check and re-check (this translates to at least 30 minutes to successfully dub a 3 minute production).

2. Always have this handout with you when you dub and if you need to ask for help.

3. Always remember to check both the Avio and the VCR settings.  The VCR settings often switch back to the default, which are the wrong settings for dub out.
