If it says “makani” on the top blue bar then

         Click on “file”(connect

At the prompts, type in your login and password

NOTE:  You will not see anything when you type it your password (it’s a security thing…think about how ATM passwords work)
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Once you get in to your account in Telnet/Pine, you no longer use the mouse (except to highlight to copy).  Use the backspace to erase.

Enter Your Choice:  1

This will move you into your mail directory

At the bottom, you will see “enter login name” and your login

Press Enter

Then you will see “enter password”

You need to type in your password here

You are now in your email account

Menu commands are at the bottom

The highlighted letter or character is what you hit for each command

The command list changes, depending on where you are in your account

For example, when you are in the “compose” screen, the menu commands are preceded by a caret ^ which means to hold down the control key while you hit the command key

Common Commands

C = Compose

^X = send




R = Reply


^C = cancel




D = Delete


^O = postpone




P = Previous Message


^Y = previous page/top



N = Next Message


^V = next page/end

Using the menemac2k4 listserv:  mmac2k4@rainbow.kapaams.k12.hi.us

A listserv is kind of like an online club or party line.  When you send a message to the listserv, everyone else “listens in” and is free to join in on the conversation.

It is a great collaboration tool that allows you to discuss, seek advice, offer advice and support, and just be a part of a community, online.

Like any community, however, a listserv needs nurturing.  If its members never lose sight of the fact that people, not just anonymous email addresses, make up this group; they will be able to establish a strong and supportive online learning community.

To send posts to the listserv, use this address

mmac2k4@rainbow.kapaams.k12.hi.us

Know when to reply to everyone on the list and when to reply to an individual.

Choose your words carefully…think before you send…

Be careful when joking around…sometimes the humorous tone does not carry over in writing and people could be hurt or offended by your words.

That said…don’t be afraid of letting your personality show through…it’s the people things that make being a part of a listserv fun!

Using Telnet from Home, in Windows 98

Click on “Start” then on “Run.”  Type in “telnet.”

A window will open that looks much like NetTerm.  Click on “Connect” and “remote system.”  Type in the makani server address:  makani.k12.hi.us

You will connect to makani and the rest of the process is the same as NetTerm.

Using Telnet from Home, in Windows XP

Click on “Start” then on “Run.”  Type in “telnet.”

A DOS popup window will open with the DOS prompt:  Microsoft Telnet>

Type in “open” 

Type in the makani server address:  makani.k12.hi.us

You will connect to makani and the rest of the process is the same as NetTerm.

Using Makani WebMail from Home

If all else fails, use Makani Web Mail
