Writing Standards Portfolio – revised fall, 2007
Purpose of this portfolio:  

1. Gives you a chance to reflect on your own learning and to share that learning with your parents and teacher.

2. Helps you to take responsibility for your learning.
3. Gives you a “big picture” look at your progress in this class.

4. Gives you a chance to learn and practice new technology skills as you design and produce your online portfolio.
Portfolio & Presentation

Conferences start:  September 11 (grade 9), September 12 (grade 10)
If you complete your conference with me by September 21, you may revise your portfolio, if necessary. Scores for conferences held after September 21 will be final; no revision allowed after September 21. A conference is required for this activity.
Portfolio Format

1. An introduction to the portfolio itself that reflects on your progress as a learner this quarter:
a. What new learning have you done this quarter?  Relate this to specific items in your portfolio.
b. How have you followed up on your learning goals that you described in your introductory letter?
2. Writing Standards Explanation and Documentation
a. Provide artifacts and annotation that show you have genuinely met the writing standards.
b. First, explain that standard (trait) in your own words.

c. Then, give at least two examples of work that show you are making progress at meeting the standard. The work that you pick must NOT be one of the other culminating activities.
3. A conclusion that sums up the quarter and sets goals for the next quarter and beyond:
a. What achievements are you proudest of for the past quarter?  [NOTE:  this does not necessarily mean an “A” grade…it might mean overcoming an obstacle in your learning or even learning a hard lesson that resulted in a poor grade.]
b. What were the major challenges to you this quarter?  How did you deal with them?  [Again, this might mean either success or lack of it.]
c. What are your goals for next quarter?  Why do you think they are realistic and attainable?
4. Images that enhance your content: They may be photos that relate to your writing topics. They may be photos of you that relate to your topics. They should not be “nice images” that have nothing to do with the content of your portfolio.

Portfolio Parent Presentation
Parent Presentation:  Do this before you present to Mrs. S
1. Make an appointment with your parent/guardian to share your portfolio
2. Prepare an agenda that includes your process, your learning, and a question and answer opportunity for your parent
3. Have your parent/guardian post a reflection on the class website
4. Post your “parent agenda” and a link to the forum post on your portfolio.  (extra credit for pics ( )
5. Share your experience with your parent/guardian as part of your class presentation
