

Images


1. Images on websites need to be in JPG or GIF format. 

2. They should be kept to about 400 pixels wide and low quality for quicker load into your page. 

3. Images are usually processed in a graphics program like Adobe Photoshop. 

4. The language for the image tag is "img src="file.jpg" The img src means "image source" and this is followed by the file name with the extension denoting the type of file it is--either jpg or gif. You are basically telling the browser to look for an image and directing it to the correct location of the image and telling it how you want it displayed. 

5. You can also specify sizes for your images using "width=pixels" and "height=pixels" 

6. If you specify width and height be sure to watch for two things: 
Make sure your proportions remain the same as the original or images will look "smooshed" or "stretched out." 
Make sure not to enlarge a picture beyond the original size or it will look blurry. 



Links


1. Links are called "anchor tags" in HTML. You are basically directing the browswer to another file or another website. 

2. The anchor tag is coded a href="URL of the webpage" OR "file.html" if it is to another file on your website. 

3. You can tell the browser where you want the page to open by using the "target" tag. You can taget another browser window by typing target="_blank" or the body of your frameset by typing target="body" 

4. If you do not use the target tag, the new webpage will open up in place of the page that is already there. 


The Three Frame Web Page


This web page is a bit more complex than the single file variety, but in the long run it may be easier to update and "grow." 

This is the way a frames website works: 

1. The index.html file sets up your three frames. It indicates how the page is divided and how large each frame is, whether it is scrolling or not, etc. If you take these files as a template, you don't really need to mess with the set up of the page as the index file has already been created for you. 

2. You can name the frames whatever is clearest for you. I create my "frameset" in the following way: 

· My top frame is called the "header." That is where I place the banner for the website. My banner is usually between 600 - 800 pixels wide and between 125 - 200 pixels high. 

· My left hand frame is called the "menu." This is where I list all the files and links that will be part of my page. 

· The last frame is called the "body." That is where the main content files appear on the website. 

3. Once you understand your frameset, you can then create a "header.html" file for your banner, a "menu.html" file for your table of contents, and as many files as you need to provide the material that will go into the body section of your website.
